Your abstract text goes here – font should be normal (i.e. no bolding, italicizing or underlining) with the exception of the four subsections “Introduction”, “Methods”, “Results”, Conclusion” and “Implications” that should be bolded.
Methods: The methods portion of your abstract should concisely describe how the study was performed and statistical tests used.
Results: The results portion of your abstract should concisely describe what main findings you anticipate.
Conclusion: The discussion portion of your abstract should concisely describe the study implications and future directions. Please minimize use of abbreviations and do not cite any references in your Abstract.
Implications: The implications portion of your abstract should describe what positive impacts your research has, or will have the potential to have, on the world around you.
